If you cancel the enrolment for a course less than a week before the course starts and the number of participants drops below six for that course, there will be no refund. 

· Cancellations received more than 2 weeks before the course – no charge

Cancellation of a session

When the RAYC cancels a session, there will always be a make up session. If you cancel a session or you don’t come to one of the set dates, the RAYC can’t organize a make up session. Don’t assume that a session will be cancelled but always come to the club. The weather conditions can be quite different at the club and the coach could decide with the participants to do a lot of theory onshore in a shorter session and sail longer next time (there are alternatives).
