Venue:

All classes, water and land based will be out of the Royal Akarana Yacht Club. All water based classes will meet at the RAYC Clubrooms and sailed in Okahu Bay and beyond the wave break.

Boats:

RAYC provides boats, lifejackets and sailing equipment which are all included in the Course Fee for the Term. You are more than welcome to use your own boats, and some space is available for rent to leave your dinghies at the club. Cadets and 420 sailors are required to sign a disclaimer form for hireage of the boats. You need to provide your own sailing clothing, such as a wetsuit or shorts and t-shirt, jacket, sunglasses, hat, gloves, shoes etc. We have purchased 3 new boats, RS Feva, to replace the Cadet !!!

Cancellations of the course

The RAYC reserves the right to change a course to another day or to cancel a course when there are less than six enrolments. Every effort will be made to give participants no less than one week notice and to change the course to another suitable day in the week. The RAYC will not be responsible for any costs incurred due to the course cancellation.

If you cancel the enrolment for a course less than a week before the course starts and the number of participants drops below six for that course, there will be no refund. 

· Cancellations received more than 2 weeks before the course – no charge

· Cancellations received 2 weeks to 4 days before the course – fee of $ 40.00

· Cancellation received 3 days or less before the course –  50% of the course cost

· Cancellation not received before the course – no refund- total course cost applies.

Cancellation of a session

During the course the RAYC reserves the right to cancel a session due to too much wind or other bad weather conditions (like a tsunami warning). When the RAYC cancels a session, there will always be a make up session. If you cancel a session or you don’t come to one of the set dates, the RAYC can’t organize a make up session. Don’t assume that a session will be cancelled but always come to the club. The weather conditions can be quite different at the club and the coach could decide with the participants to do a lot of theory onshore in a shorter session and sail longer next time (there are alternatives).

Refund Policy (where applicable)

No refund will be given for attendees who do not attend their sailing course without prior cancellation. See also the paragraph about cancellations.
