No score will be excluded until five races have been completed.
7.4
 Appendix A4.2 is modified to read:


A boat that did not start, retired after finishing or was disqualified shall be scored points for the finishing place one more than the number of boats entered in the series. A boat that did not finish shall be scored points for the finishing place two more than the number of boats who finished the race without subsequently retiring or being disqualified. A boat penalised under rule 30.2 or 44.3 shall be scored points as provided in rule 44.3 (c).

Alternative Penalties

Rule 44.2 is changed so that the 720° turn is replaced by a 360° turn.
