The Racing Rules will be modified in accordance with rule 86 as follows:
¢ Rules of RRS Part 2 will be altered during the race between the hours of official sunset and sunrise to give precedence to the
International Regulations for the Prevention of Collisions at Sea.
¢ RRS 52, Manual Power, shall not apply
The changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions. The sailing instructions may also change other racing rules.

ADVERTISING
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The race is open to all monohulls and multihulls which comply with Clause 1.0 of the NOR.

To be eligible to compete in this event a competitor shall be a member of a yacht club or other organisation affiliated to a National
Authority.

Boats shall hold current safety, radio and handicap certificates, as applicable.

To be entered in the IRC Handicap Category a boat must have:
a current, valid IRC Certificate, being either an Endorsed or Unendorsed Certificate issued by RORC or a certificate based on
“Independent Measurement”.
comply with all of the current IRC Rules and Regulations, save to the extent that they are specifically amended or excluded in this
Notice of Race or the Sailing Instructions (refer Rule 78.1).

To be entered in the Short-handed division, a boat may have a maximum of 2 people aboard.

3.11 Late entries will be accepted at the Race Committees discretion.

No score will be excluded until four races have been completed.

Interclub Team Event: no scores will be excluded.

Interclub Team Event: For each race, the score for each team boat will be determined on corrected time (PHRF) and the top three scores added
together. The team with the lowest joint score will be awarded first place for that race. The Interclub Team Event winner will be determined on the
placings of each team in the component races.

Junior Offshore Group (JOG) Trophy: no score will be excluded until five (5) races have been completed, and a boats two worst scores will be excluded when four
(4) races have been completed.

Prizes

The following prizes will be awarded:

The Gold Cup will be awarded to the overall winner of the series on PHRF.

The Silver Cup will be awarded to the overall winner of the series on IRC.

The Ceramco Cup will be awarded to the winning team of the Interclub Team Event.

A JOG Trophy will be awarded to the winning boat of the Junior Offshore Group Class (26ft or under) for Overall points on PHRF. Four (4) or more
boats must be entered for this trophy to be presented.
